The Minister provided an introduction and background for establishing the group

	Presentation
Andrew Taylor gave a presentation on air quality in Scotland, key achievements from CAFS1 and scope of CAFS2.  

	4.

	Round table – Ministerial Group members briefly summarise their role in delivering the aims of the strategy
Members were invited to summarise their role in delivering CAFS2. 
FOES - Gavin Thomson is deputy for this group. FOES is a member of the Delivery and Working groups. FOES campaigns on air quality issues and engages with community groups. Able to promote and support the aims and objectives of CAFS2 where appropriate in this work. Richard is also on the board for Environmental Standards Scotland who have an active investigation in to air quality.  Richard will discuss with Ministers any conflict of interest. FOES thought CAFS2 was a useful strategy but the actions not sufficient to deliver required improvements in air quality. Need to track actions that are not delivered under CAFS2, but that have air quality benefits to see how they contribute to our outcomes. FOES are conduit to and from community. 

SEPA – SEPA has 3 broad roles in air quality as regulators of industry, scientific capacity gathering and collating data and evidence and advice and guidance on policy and other matters. SEPA are experiencing a genuine appetite for change from industry. Momentum never seen before. Opportunities can be maximised through for example Sustainable Growth Agreements and making sure air quality is on the agenda for the work SEPA do. 

Asthma UK/ British Lung Foundation – from the health perspective improving air quality will help prevent lung conditions and exacerbation of existing conditions. Supportive of LEZ being implemented in towns and cities beyond Edinburgh, Glasgow, Dundee and Aberdeen. Participating in both the Ministerial Group and Delivery Group. 

RTPI Scotland – RTPI Scotland have 2300 members in public and private sector. RTPI Scotland regularly engage those members and run CPD sessions. This provides a good opportunity to engage planners on CAFS2. If required RTPI Scotland can update the Development Planning & Development Management guidance to take account of actions in the new strategy. Pleased to see more focus on integrated policy in CAFS2 and digital policy joining up. 

REHIS – REHIS core values are to promote the improvement of the environment to improve public health. REHIS can engage with members (Environmental Health Officers) to ensure they are equipped with the tools to carryout CAFS2 delivery plan actions. 
 REHIS offers training to its members which could be used to engage Environmental Health Officers on CAFS2. Local Authorities have been involved with air quality for several years and keen to stay involved. Would encourage consideration of more powers and scope for Local Authorities to input changes. Great to see domestic burning included in the new strategy. Would like to see regulations for building control and planning that protect air quality. Suggested increasing the frequency on meetings. 

Scottish Government – Place Standard Tool will be important in delivering the placemaking objectives in CAFS2. NPF4 is currently out for consultation - keen to hear views with an air quality focus. 
Transport Scotland – Transport Scotland are keen and engaged to deliver CAFS2 actions. Represented on Working, Delivery and Ministerial groups.  

BHF Scotland - Public health plays an important role in air quality policy and can drive change. BHF Scotland’s role is linking science and research with policy and messaging to public. 

SCDI – SCDI can support discussion at a regional level though the clean growth network. Would like to position it as opportunity for businesses. Can bring the employer and business perspective. 

PHS - PHS have engagement with CAFS2 at all governance levels. Focussed on public health impacts and health protection. Queried how new WHO guidelines will be considered in air quality policy. The Minister confirmed the WHO guidelines would be considered in the context of delivering the new CAFS2 strategy.
